JUNE CULTURE

STOPPING:  An important job that must be done in July is stopping your dahlias.  Also called pinching out or topping, it simply means you remove the growing tip of the plant.  The purpose is to make each dahlia plant grow several branches and produce a bushier plant and better blooms.
